We use 1 applicator supervisor licensed in Chemigation and 2 applicator assistants. 
 
Equipment used:  5 spray tractors with 400 gal tanks.  NOTE:  We only use the tank portion of the sprayer.  We use these to 
transport the VAMPAM HL to each site and they act as a container for us to suction the VAPAM HL out of. 
 
We use AMAID water piston pumps to pump the VAPAM HL out of the tank and into the system.   There are 5 different 
injection sites, all @100 feet apart. 
 
Safety equipment used:  TYVEK Suits, TYVEK hood, Chemical resistant gloves and boots and PAPR breathing unit. 
 
Our application schedule goes as follows:  The 2 assistants arrive at about 5:30 a.m.  They go to each injection site and turn 
on the irrigation lines.  They check  each line for leaks and malfunctioning sprinkler heads.  The lines are then left on in order 
to get the necessary pre-water amount needed before application begins. 
 
The licensed chemigator (myself) arrives @ 5:45 a.m.  I follow behind assistants and double check that all chemication check  
valves are properly installed and  functioning properly.  I then double check calculations for the amount of chemical to be 
applied at each site.  My 2 helpers and myslef then go to  bulk tank to fill each spreayer with specified amount of chemical.  
After all sprayers have been filled they are then driven to the proper injection site.  It is now @ 730 a.m. 
 
I start at site 1, I first hook up the AMAID pump to its power source and then to the injection port.  These pumps are capable 
of pumping VAPAM HL at 40 gph.  I prefer to apply the application wthinin a 3 hour time period.  So I will divide the amount to 
be applied by 3 and set the pump accordingly.  I repeat the process at each site. 
 
After each site has been turned on, 1 assistant and myself will monitor each site every 30 mins until the application is 
finished.  Once each injection site has finished. the tanks are rinsed and the pumps cleaned with fresh water.  I leave the site 
irrigating for 30 to 40 mins in order to seal the soil surface. 
 
NOTE:  All chemigated fields are flagged & posted for no admittance.
